Returning students, previously classified as Summer Missionary, will 

receive $10.00/week more. 

2.   Administrative Costs:  A percentage of what is raised will go to Social Security deductions, 

Taxes, Medicare, and state CEF Administrative fees. 
 

 CEF will supply you with appropriate materials to help you with your deputation ï raising of 

financial support for the above budget.  You must be diligent to begin raising your support right away.  

Funds for, or Faith Promises to, your support need to be sent to CEF, PO Box 245, Ashaway, RI 02804 

and must include your name in the note section of the check. If you do not raise 100% of your needed 

support, you may not be paid a full salary for each week of service.  Occasionally, non-designated gifts to 

CEF are funneled into the ñMissionary Summerò account to make up for the deficit in support levels 

raised by our Summer Missionaries.
