America—Boston 107?

Good News Across
Across America—
Boston 10 will take
place July 19-31,
2010. Missionaries
will need to plan to
arrive by no later than
4:00 PM on July 19. Ministry will

continue until late into the evening on
July 30 and departure plans can be made
anytime on July 31.
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How old do | need to be in order
to participate?

You must be 15 years old by the time of
the outreach in order to participate.
Those ages 15-17 must be accompanied
by a leader over the age of 18. A
minimum of one leader is required for
every five students.

Where will | stay?

You will be housed in the residence halls
of Boston Baptist College during both
the training/team-building and ministry
weeks.

Will all meals be provided?

All meals, except those in transit to and
from Boston, are included as part of the
cost for this trip. If you have allergies
that severely limit what you eat, you will
need to plan to bring your own food.




Who will be on my team?

Teams will be assigned by the Good
News Across America staff. As the staff
prays and carefully assigns teams, they
have two goals in mind: 1) To put people
with a variety of gifts and experience on
each team in order to best serve each
church. 2) To provide you with the
opportunity to get to know CEF staff and
volunteers from other states.

You will receive your team assignment
at registration when you arrive in
Boston.

If you
have your own kit, bring it to Boston.

You are also encouraged to bring other
ministry tools that you may have,
including clowning supplies, puppets,
Gospel spotlights, large Wordless Books
or Gospel Flipper-Flappers and others
that you have found to be effective in
your ministry.

Bedding: Twin sheets, blanket and

pillow or a sleeping bag

o0 Training: Modest shirts with no
writing (with the exception of
CEF shirts or “Christian
writing”), khakis, nice jeans (no
holes) or capris. Please, no
shorts, except for running or
activities in the gym.

0 Clubs: You will wear provided
T-shirts each day for clubs. Each
club will involve high-energy,
physical activity, so please wear
appropriate clothing. Khakis,
nice jeans and capris can be worn
to club.

o Church attire:

Ladies: Dress or skirt/dress
pants and dress shirt

Men: Dress slacks with
shirt and tie

0 Adornments: Tatoos are to be
covered at all times during this
ministry outreach. Modest
earrings for the ladies are fine,
but any other rings (belly button,
eyebrow, nose, etc.) should be
removed or covered until you
return home.

Laundry

You will be provided with three
shirts to wear for canvassing the
neighborhoods and to your clubs.
Two shirts
will be
washed for
you on
Monday and
Wednesday
evening so
that you
have a clean
shirt for
each day.
Directions
and
transportation will be provided to a
local Laundromat for any other
washing that you need to do. You
will need to bring your own money
for this.
